Legislative Director’s Report:

· Debi reported on House Bill 3763 the Red Flag Alert legislation is not supported by AHIMA due to small physician practices of less than 6 physicians or 47% do not have to comply with the current legislation as written. The bill has been passed by the House but not by the Senate. 

· Debi has submitted NDHIMA ROI information to AHIMA to include in the consolidated state manual AHIMA is compiling. 

· Debi asked for member volunteers in updating the NDHIMA Legislative Manual. Chapter handouts are available for members to update and Debi will coordinate the process.

Membership Director’s Report:

· Jeanne reported we have 180 NDCoP members. NDHIMA has 330 total members including 48 students and 135 voting members. In 2009, there were 6639 hits to the NDHIMA.org website.
